The Primary Reading Curriculum - Key Stage 1
This reading curriculum is what your child's teacher will use to assess your child's reading.   As you can see,  the assessment of reading takes into account 6 areas.  Younger children will focus initially mainly on their decoding, retrieval and vocabulary skills.  As children develop as readers, other skills will develop further. 

Sometimes children's progress may appear to slow.  This is because children learn in fits and starts.  A child may develop skilful decoding skills but find inference and prediction more difficult and take time to master these.    Please read the information about book bands for advice on how you can support your child's development as a reader.
