Knowledge Organiser to support the Norfolk Agreed Syllabus 
Year Group: 3/4 
Enquiry: 1 

Session 1:  Give the children a selection of genres of reading e.g. map, instructions, poetry, stories, 
history, songs etc. Ask them to sort them into piles. Can they label their genre? Can they explain how 
they would be used. Introduce the BIG Question and explain that all of the above can be found in the 
Bible. It is a source of authority for Christians. 
Use https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=dv8dHsxjLd8&t=2s to introduce The Bible. 
 

Session 6: Sacrifice and Atonement: https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=G_OlRWGLdnw 

Hey tract - https://www.cpo.org.uk/range.aspx?range=735&cat=2615 Use the tract as a springboard 

for a drama activity. Children to create freeze frames to show how Jesus’ sacrifice is linked to the 

Christian belief in atonement. 

Session 3 and 4: Use the diagram ‘Sources of Authority’ to explain that religious belief is influenced 

by more than one source. In this unit, we will be looking at how some of these link together. 

However, Christians will always read the Bible to check a source against the truth they believe in. 

How do Christians use the Bible? https://request.org.uk/bible/introduction-to-the-bible/how-do-

christians-use-the-bible/# Look in detail at one of the Parables of Jesus e.g. The Prodigal Son by 

using the Double Entry Journal technique. What does this parable teach Christians? 

 
Session 5: The Law – use this video https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=3BGO9Mmd_cU to show 

that the laws from the OT were fulfilled by Jesus, the Messiah. When asked about the greatest 

commandment, Jesus said, “You shall love the Lord your God with all your heart, and with all your 

soul, and with all your mind. And the second is You shall love your neighbour as yourself.” Children to 

complete a mindmap to show links between OT and NT and parable chosen in Session 4. 

Session 7: Invite a visitor to talk about how they became a Christian and how their own beliefs have 
been shaped by their chosen denomination/community and life experiences. 
Return to questions from Session 2. Have they all been answered?  
 

Session 8: Children to design a poster to answer the Big Question (see example in Supplementary 
Ideas). Children to express what can be found in the bible, connections between OT and NT and 
connections to how a Christian chooses to live. 
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Session 2: Introduce the ‘Big Question’. Do the children have questions that stem from it or from the 

introduction to the Bible? Collect questions that they have (KWL Chart) to look at again in Evaluate 

part. Note the children’s questions on an ‘I Wonder Wall’ and add answers and evidence throughout 

the enquiry.
